The Resource Center will open on Tuesday, January 21, 2020 at 3:00pm, in
conjunction with that the Community Church and the Community Association will be giving away up
to 100 laptops to children in the community.

DISCUSSION: City Planner Monica Stegall told City Council that the City received a request to
initiate a process, a process of abandonment of a portion of an alley right-of-way and an easement.
The way this came about was, they received an application for a lot line adjustment and while that
was being processed it was noted there was one parcel description that did not have documentation
backing up and supporting the new description because the alley and easement existed. There was no
documentation showing that the parcel had ever been abandoned and the lot would encompass that
area. The next step is to initiate the abandonment of the alley right-of-way and the easement.

Staff’s recommendation is for City Council to adopt Resolution 20-01.

Vance Boyes, owner of the property clarified to City Council that this request was only to clean up
the title of property.

DISCUSSION: City Engineer Trin Campos explained to City Council that the City of Williams has
applied for Caltrans Sustainable Transportation Planning Strategic Partnerships Grant. The project
will create an Interstate 5 Corridor System Management Plan. This plan will help identify the
corridor needs. Some of the needs are listed on the staff report and on the application. Mr. Campos
said that the $40,000 is a local share and with that he hopes the City will be successful in obtaining
the $160,000 to complete the plan.

Council Member Singh asked how shovel ready these would be if the City was awarded the planning
grant. City Engineer Trin Campos explained to Council that receiving this grant would not construct
anything. Mr. Campos anticipates identifying what is needed with this plan.

City Administrator explained to City Council that the City wants to be part of the solution. Being
part of the solution equates to money. The City has always said that it needs to receive more money
from Caltrans and from the State, and this will get the City to the planning stage so that when funding
is available the City will be ready.

It is staff’s recommendation to, Authorize the City Administrator to issue a City letter of commitment
to the CCTC for the local cost-share in the amount of $40,000 and for the City of William to take lead
in completing this project and authorize a budgetary increase of $40,000 in traffic impact
expenditures.

SPECIAL EVENT PERMIT FEES AND DEPOSITS SCHEDULE

Application Fee; $50.00 fee due at the time the application Is submitted to the Police
Department.

Cleanup Deposit:  For events involving the sale of food/beverages, water aid stations with
disposable cups, horses or other large animals, or erection of structures including booths,
reviewing stands, and floats, the applicant may be required to post up to a $1,000 cleanup
deposit. This deposit is due five days prior to the special event. In the event the Clty is required

to cleanup after the event, the applicant Is liable for the City’s actual costs of doing so which
may be initially deducted from the deposit.

Public Service Fegs: Upon the City's approval of a special events application, it will provide
the applicant with an estimated cost of providing any applicable traffic control or public safety
services at the special event. This cost shall be calculated based on the estimated number of

staff hours required and the applicable employee cost. The applicant shall pravide the City with
this amount at least five days prior to the event.

Actuat Police Department employee costs are predicated on the amount of time the employee
(Sergeant, Officer, and Police Services Technician) is either at a fixed post for traffic control,

physically directing traffic or providing general public safety services. Refer to the table below
for costs.

Similarly, Public Works staff costs are listed on the table below and are predicated on the time
to bring traffic control materials to the location, and erect (signs, barricades), post {No Parking
signs, Direction signs, etc) at the location, or the time necessary to remove the same items.

The City invests its surplus funds in various financial institutions in accordance with the City’s approved
investment policy. The City’s surplus funds are held in the Local Agency Investment Fund which is part
of a Pooled Money Investment Account (PMIA) with over 2,500 participating governmental agencies.

Based on current budget projections, the City’s cash liquidity is sufficient to cover the expenditures
anticipated for the next six months.

The deposits and
investments as described in the attached report, comply with the City’s Investment Policy.

Williams Municipal Code Chapter 2.40 covers the Parks and Recreation Commission. Section
2.40.010 outlines the formation of the Parks & Recreation Commission and calls for two
members to be nominated by the Mayor and two to be nominated by the Williams Unified
School District. These four members must be approved by the City Council. Once appointed,
those four members shall appoint a fifth person with the approval of the City Council. Four of
the five must reside within the City limits.

DISCUSSION

The Williams Parks and Recreation Commission currently has two vacancies. One of the
vacancies is available to be nominated by the Williams Unified Scheool District. The Williams
Unified School District nominated Rojana Turner in a 5-0 decision on January 16, 2020. On
January 9, 2020 the Parks & Recreation Commission unanimously nominated Mariela Franco to
fill the fifth vacancy. Both nominees expressed enthusiastic interest in serving the Parks &
Recreation Commission.
